Well Charged

Energy and passion. These are a few words to describe the sound collaboration of the reggae band Well Charged. It's a musical vision planted in the roots of reggae music while branching out into the boundless sky above. Some call it New Reggae, some call it Raucous but however it may be called, its wicked music! 

"We're the band with bounce!" says Winston, front man of the group. With the band's full compliment of 9 members which includes percussion and a horn section, it's hard to disagree. "When the band grooves together as one and is tight and heavy, then you'll feel the music." adds Winston. "It's not about volume, it's about feeling." 

Lyrically, Winston writes from the heart about what he knows and experiences. If you ask Winston, he'll tell you he's singing about the truth even if it'll piss people off. Songs like Gangstament and Strange raise issues on a political and social level. Other songs such as I Love the Way You Walk and Tears of Joy are romantic and sexy, and others like Rukkus and Rock In U will not let you sit still. Well Charged songs have great breath and cover a wide musical spectrum. It may make Well Charged hard to pinpoint when it comes to categorizing the band but it always keeps the listeners interested and on their toes.

Well Charged is based out of Guelph, Ontario, Canada. Founded in 1998 by Winston Cole, the core members of the band include Jake Janzen on bass, Phil Clancy on drums, Todd Britton on organ and keyboards and Chelsea Desaulnier on trombone. 

Well Charged has gone on to release a self titled debut EP, the follow-up, I Love The Way You Walk EP, and the full length enhanced CD, Rukkus which includes the hit song Generation Gap and the Breakaway Super League collaboration, Train. Among playing various Southern Ontario clubs and venues, Well Charged was honoured to open and close the 2003 Hillside Festival in their hometown of Guelph. 

The band has released a new EP, Wicked Licks, in June 2006 to an eager audience.  The EP previews 3 of the upcoming songs included in the upcoming full length album.  The CD is rounded out by the 2 remixes by the Reggae Cat: Tears of Dub which is a classic dub infused with new sounds and Remix in U, a house track which is a version of the first song, Rock In U.
